YThe LoRD sent a man before them, Joseph, who was sold as a
slave. ®They bruised his feet in fetters; his neck they put in an iron
collar.*®Until his prediction came to pass, the word of the LORD tested
him.%The king sent and released him; the ruler of the peoples set him
free, #'setting him as a master over his household, as a ruler over
all his possessions, 22to instruct his princes according to his will
and to teach his elders wisdom. #**Hallelujah!

Second Reading — Romans 10:5-15
SMOSES WRITES CONCERNING THE RIGHTEOUSNESS THAT COMES FROM
THE LAW, that “the person who does these things will live by them.”
5But the righteousness that comes from faith says, “Do not say in your
heart, ‘Who will ascend into heaven?’” (that is, to bring Christ down)
7“or ‘Who will descend into the abyss?’” (that is, to bring Christ up
from the dead). 8But what does it say?

“The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart”
(that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); ®because if you confess
with your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God
raised him from the dead, you will be saved. *°For one believes with
the heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the mouth and so
is saved. The scripture says, “No one who believes in him will be put
to shame.” 2For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the
same Lord is Lord of all and is generous to all who call on him. *3For,
“Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”

14But how are they to call on one in whom they have not believed?
And how are they to believe in one of whom they have never heard?
And how are they to hear without someone to proclaim him? *And
how are they to proclaim him unless they are sent? As it is written,
“How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!”

Gospel — Matthew 14:22-33

22[JESUS] MADE THE DISCIPLES GET INTO THE BOAT AND go on ahead to
the other side [of the Sea of Galilee], while he dismissed the
crowds.22And after he had dismissed the crowds, he went up the
mountain by himself to pray. When evening came, he was there alone,
2put by this time the boat, battered by the waves, was far from the
land, for the wind was against them. 2And early in the morning he
came walking toward them on the sea. 2But when the disciples saw
him walking on the sea, they were terrified, saying, “It is a ghost!”

And they cried out in fear. 27But immediately Jesus spoke to them and
said, “Take heart, it is |; do not be afraid.”

28peter answered him, “Lord, if it is you, command me to come to you
on the water.” 2®He said, “Come.” So Peter got out of the boat, started
walking on the water, and came toward Jesus. 3°But when he noticed
the strong wind, he became frightened, and beginning to sink, he cried
out, “Lord, save me!” 3'Jesus immediately reached out his hand and
caught him, saying to him, “You of little faith, why did you doubt?”
32When they got into the boat, the wind ceased. 33And those in the boat
worshiped him, saying, “Truly you are the Son of God.”
